	One: Jewellery box
	Design & make a jewellery box

	Students design and make a hard wood jewellery box.
A range of joints is used. Students work accurately to produce a well finished artefact.

Industrial manufacturing methods are considered and researched.

A basic design folder is produced

	The second half of the term is used for finishing and the completion of the project, making use of a range of finishes, fixings and fastenings. The end product will typically be a well finished box with a handle, hinges and dividers inside. Use of paint effects stencils is also common.
	Autumn Term 2

	Two: Clock project
	Design and make a clock using a quartz clock mechanism

	Students design and make an acrylic clock face. Additional materials and techniques are also incorporated, such as the laser cutter and vinyl cutter.
The properties of materials and plastic manufacturing methods are a key feature of the work. 

Research into clock design and the writing of a specification are a focus for the design work.

Card modelling is used to aid the production of the final design. 

A high quality product is expected with many of the clocks being of commercial quality.
	Spring Term 1

	Three: Self adornment (pewter casting)
	Design and make a piece of jewellery by pewter casting.

	Students will produce a piece of jewellery by casting pewter into a mould of their own design. 
MDF and acrylic are used for the moulds. 
Market research and modelling are key features of this project.
	Spring Term 2

	Four: Final project
	Production of the major project 

	The final project is 60% of the overall mark and a large part of the course is used to complete it.
The use of design frames and a detailed project guide enables students to work independently whenever possible. A feedback sheet also enables students to check and enhance their work.

Folder work is however teacher led and supported by the use of exemplars. 

The department website also supports this course in every aspect of the course work as well as for examination preparation.
