Research:

In research you will find out information that helps you decide what your product will be like. In particular you need to find out about what users of the product need and want, also what is already available in the shops. 

There are two types of research.

Primary research involves looking and listening carefully. This is another form of field research, you often find out more details from observing than from a questionnaire, because people only answer questions they are asked.  

Secondary research involves finding out information that already exists. This information is found in many types of media; Newspapers, Magazines, books, independent reports, television, radio, photographs, internet and government published reports. 

Choose a combination of research methods, and begin gathering information that you will enable you to decide what your product should be like.    

At the end of your research you will need to decide:

· What your product has to do?

· Where, on what part of the body, it will be worn?

· What it should look like?

· A theme, for it to be part of a range of products?

· Any other requirements?
